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This chart has some new symbols to understand, but they are all to make things simpler!

The rhythms that you see in bar 1 take up a lot of space, and since they are repated throughout

the whole progression it makes a lot of sense to put these symbols:

They indicate to repeat the same rhythm as before. You can see when to change chords by the

chord letters marked above the bars (A, D, E etc.)

Secondly, you will see that the last bar has an E chord in brackets: (E)

This signifies that you can use the E chord if you are going to do a turnaround. If you are going

to end the progression, use the A chord.
